However, for many
years prior to that Diggers
Bowls Club, a social club
without a green, had been
working to establish its
own playing area.

In those days
returned soldiers were
eligible for membership,
but that was altered in
March, 1973 to enable
anyone interested in
bowling to become mem-
bers.

« In late 1972 three pos-
sible sites were inspected.
One was at Cowap Street
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on land owned by the
RSLA. This was rejected
because of the probability
that the approaches to the

new traffic bridge would

encroach on the property.

The second site at
Duthie Park was too small
for the projected two
greens, \

The third and present
site was selected as the
most desirable.

On March 5, 1973 the
name of the club was
changed to Diggers Mem-
orial Bowls Club and a
constitution adopted.
